THE CATEGORY OF MODALITY AND
STATUS FEATURES OF MODAL VERBS
IN THE ENGLISH LANGUAGE

Summary:The category of modalityis understood asa complex of semantic
attitudes, the main of which are the speaker’s attitude to the content of
an utterance, target assumption, and the attitude of the content of an
utterance to reality. The article deals with the issue of status of modal
verbs. Status is understood as the position of any element in the integral
system to which it belongs, as well as all kinds of relations between the
elements of this system, by which are meant status attributes manifested
at different levels. A system consisting of different classes or subsystems
characterized by a certain set of attributes is defined by a set of attributes.
Modal verbs constitute a subsystem with specific status features different
from those of non-modal verbs. They fulfill a specific function in an
utterance. The status features of modal verbs should include both formal -
the scope of grammatical categories, and functional - features of syntactic
distribution. The semantic potential of modal verbs is determined by their
textual actualization and pragmatics of an utterance.
