Summary. After moving to the United States in early 1939 W. H. Auden
went behind his perceptions of the purpose of poetry and the poet’s
significance in society. Those shifts affected the artistic elaboration of
the concepts of Law and Love which the poetry had to comply.

Noone hasever seriously denied the observation, though
some, like Pascal, have exaggerated the unhappiness. Men
can only desire happiness because at moments they have
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experienced it or observed it in others. The assumption has
frequently been denied in part: i.e., as regards this temporal
material word; to deny it in toto is to deny the rationality of
the universe, though this too has been done. If we accept
both, then it follows:

(1) That there are laws which govern human life.

(2) That happiness is what we feel when we are living
according to these laws, and unhappiness what we
feel when we are not.

(3) That for the most part we do not live according to
these laws» [7, c.
